Mission Abroad

1. The applicant shall be those who have lost their ROC nationality, acquired a foreign nationality and apply to our country’s Mission Abroad (the Mission Abroad of the Republic of
China) for a resident visa.

2. Apply for a resident visa: (1) the documents sufficiently to prove loss of ROC nationality (e.g. a certificate of loss of nationality permitted by MOI or the household registration data recording
loss of nationality); (2) results of health examination issued by any local or foreign hospital within the recent three months which shall comply with the “form B” out of the items set up by the
Ministry of Health and Welfare as the required items to be examined in health examination (Please go to Taiwan Centers for Disease Control to inquire the details), and verified by the
Mission Abroad of the Republic of China; (3) proof of criminal record or police clearance certificate issued by the government of the applicant’s country of origin, which shall be attached
with the Chinese translation transcript (within one year after the issued day, but it shall not exceed the valid period stated in the certificate), and shall be verified by the Mission Abroad of the
Republic of China; (4) self-statement of the reason for nationality restoration; (5) the original and copy of the passport issued by the applicant’s country of origin, in which the passport shall
be valid for at least six months and has a blank page; (6) visa application form (the applicant shall go to the “online application™ to fill out the application form, followed by having the visa
application form with the barcode printed, signing on the application form to confirm the truth of the application, pasting two 2-inch color photos with white background taken within six
months); (7) for the resident visa fee and the reciprocal handling fees charged for the application by U.S. nationals, please refer to the “Standard Fees for Republic of China (Taiwan) Visas in
Foreign Passports” (please go to the website of Bureau of Consular Affairs (MOFA) at http://www.boca.gov.tw and click visa inquiry).

3. Those who enter Taiwan with the resident visa shall apply for the alien resident certificate to the residence service center of the National Immigration Agency of MOI within 15 days after their
entry.

% If the above documents are produced abroad, verification/certification by an Mission Abroad will be required in the first place, and the Chinese or English translation shall be attached.
% If the applicant is a U.S. national, they shall attach the proof of criminal record or police clearance certificate issued by the government (i.e. Federal Government) of their country of origin.
¢ If the applicant is a Japanese national, they shall attach the household certificate transcription of their country of origin (in which the data regarding acquisition of nationality through

naturalization are required to be stated).

4. Time required for review: 10 days (The alien resident certificate shall be picked up by presenting the receipt).

The proof of criminal record or other relevant documents issued by the government of the applicant’s country of origin (the issue date shall be within six months before the application date; if,

after the document being issued by the government of the applicant’s country of origin, the applicant exits for a certain period of time after entry and the competent authority considers it

suspicious, the competent authority may request the applicant to turn in their proof of criminal record for their exit period.) (if the document is produced abroad, it shall be verified by ROC’s
Mission Abroad and re-verified by our Ministry of Foreign Affairs; if the document is produced or verified by a foreign embassy, consulate or authorized representative agency stationed in

Taiwan, it shall be verified by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. If the document is in a foreign language, the Chinese translation verified by the Mission Abroad and re-verified by the Ministry

of Foreign Affairs or certified by a public notary shall be submitted.) (The spouses of Taiwan nationals, those whose reason for residence as recorded on the Alien Resident Certificate is to

reside with relatives and the minors under the age of 14 years or who enter the ROC before the age of 14 and had never left, need not submit the proof of criminal record).

. The documents proving that the applicant possessed sufficient property or professional skills, which enable him or her to be self-reliant (It shall comply with Article 7 of the Enforcement Rules
of the Nationality Act; a minor who applies for restoration of nationality in conjunction with the applicant or those who have acquired the alien permanent resident certificate are not required
to submit the documents.

. The minor’s application shall be filed by their legal representative in person and a letter of consent from a legal representative for a minor applicant shall be submitted. In the event that either
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RepUb“C Of Chma MOI father or mother individually exercises and assumes the rights and obligations of their minor child, the certificate to prove their individual exercise and assumption of the child’s rights and
obligations shall be attached. If the custody is exercised by a guardian, the custodial certificate shall be submitted.)
6. Other relevant household registration or ID certificate documents (e.g. a copy of the permit certificate of nationality loss).
7. Certificate fee: NT$1,200 (payment must be remitted via a postal money order, on which the recipient is indicated as the Ministry of the Interior).
3% According to the Name Act, those who restore their nationality shall use their Chinese name adopted when they restored their loss of ROC nationality.
3% According to Paragraph 2 of Article 15 of the Nationality Act, the nationality restoration regulations are not applicable to those naturalized persons and their children naturalized concurrently
who lost their nationality.
